Schedule
· Three meets will be scheduled by the Wright County Conference.
· There shall be two(2) regular season meets and one(1) Wright County Conference Championship Meet. One regular season meet will consist of Jazz routines by all the participating conference schools and theother meet will consist of High Kick routines.  The points awarded at the regular season meets will be half the value of the points awarded at the conference championship meet (1st place= 6pts, 2nd place=5, 3rd place=4pts, 4th place=3pts, 5th place=2pts, 6th place=1pt.)
· The Wright County Conference championship Meet will take place at least four weeks prior to the  state tournament and will be held on the corresponding date each year.
· The points awarded for each routine at the championship meet will be: (1st place= 12pts, 2nd place=10, 3rd place=8pts, 4th place=6pts, 5th place=4pts, 6th place=2ps.) The conference champion in both jazz and high kick will be the team with the most overall points following the championship meet.

Conference Meet  Regulations and Procedures
· All arrangements shall be made by the host school. Concessions should be available for participants and fans. 

· The order of the WCC Dance Team Conference Meet will be: 

· The order of team competition will be drawn by the host team and that information will be sent to all schools at least one week prior to each meet 

· Each team will receive six (6) minutes per routine sound check for a maximum of twelve (12) minutes for marking/ sound check

· Ties for the team championship will be decided by tie breaker procedures established by the MSHSL 

· MSHSL rules will apply regarding dangerous moves 

· The meet will conclude with an awards ceremony and the presentation of the conference champion in high kick and jazz funk  

 Team Championship

· Conference team trophies will be awarded to the championship team at the WCC Dance Team Meet in both High Kick and Jazz.
 All Conference Awards

· Schools will be asked to submit their roster and names of their top three (3) athletes to be considered for an All Conference Awards.  Please specify the order in which you would like awards to be picked for both Jazz and High Kick.   

· The All Conference team shall be selected by the conference varsity Dance Team coaches at the end of the season meeting with twenty four individuals recognized. This is a new number based on the plan approved by AD’s for all sports. Coaches will develop a plan on how to distribute the 24 awards.
Honorable mention awards are given at the discretion of each conference school with the awards also the responsibility of that school. 

Officials and Workers

· The host school will be responsible for coordinating all workers, and music equipment for the event 

· Five MSHSL officials will be hired by the conference host school, along with tabulators and kick counter/timers.
