Schedule

· The conference schedule will be a double round robin.  It will begin after the holiday break.  Schools may change dates to schedule conference dates earlier in the season by mutual agreement. The first game of a week will be scheduled Monday-Thursday and the second game of the week will be played on Friday or Saturday.  

· The schedule for the following year will be handed out for review at the November meeting of the activities directors with final adoption at the December meeting.

Officials and Workers

· Three MSHSL officials will be assigned by the conference for varsity games and two officials for  junior varsity.  A conference varsity game may be played with two officials if necessary.
· Adults are to be responsible for running the game clock for varsity games.

Varsity and JV Game Procedures
· Home team shall wear white jerseys.

· Home team will provide practice and game pucks.

· JV games shall have 15 minute periods with one five minute overtime.

· Varsity games shall have 17 minute periods with an eight (8) minute sudden death overtime period played at the conclusion of varsity games tied at the end of regulation play.
· The home team coach shall contact the visiting school with the time that teams will take the ice for warm-ups prior to the game.
Post Season Meeting
· A meeting following the regular season will be organized by the conference hockey coordinator to discuss conference handbook changes, future schedules, officials, and finalize all-conference awards.  Every attempt will be made to schedule this meeting the same day/night as the section meeting.
Conference Team Championship

· Awarded to championship team based on conference season record
· Individuals of the championship team will receive conference certificates.

All Conference Awards

· The All Conference team shall be selected by the conference varsity hockey coaches at the end of the season meeting with sixteen individual trophies/plaques awards based on conference standings:
