Communications
· Any information received from the MSHSL or the Coaches Association is
 to be brought to the attention of the Activities Director.
· E-mail addresses and/or phone numbers will be available for all levels of

coaching.  Please address any concerns first to your school’s activities 
director who will pass on any unresolved issues to the conference coordinator.
Schedule

· The conference schedule will be a double round robin with boys and girls games both scheduled on Tuesdays and alternating Thursdays and Fridays.
· The schedule for the following year will be handed out for review at the November meeting of the activities directors with final adoption at the December meeting.
· The schedules will be found on RSchool Today www.wcconference.org  for conference and nonconference as 5 levels:  Var, B , C, 8th, and 7th.  “Some schools will also fill a JVschedule
· The 7-8-C conference schedules will follow the varsity schedule as close as possible with the same site for girls or boys for each school and a 4:15PM start.   Two games are played at each level if there are enough numbers divided by ability into an “A” and a “B” team.  The A team will play first when games are scheduled on Mondays or Tuesdays and the B team will play first when games are scheduled on Thursdays or Fridays.  Guidelines for 7-9th grade are included at end of these policies.
 Locker Rooms

· Home school supervisor should carefully check locker room prior to visiting team arriving so that it is picked up and condition noted.

· If possible have locker room locked during the games with a key available to the visiting coaches.

· Coaches must check the locker rooms before leaving the school at away contests.  Be sure the locker rooms are clean and equipment that belongs to the home school is left alone.  

· A private room with chalkboard or whiteboard will be provided for the visiting team for pregame and halftime squad meetings if this is not available in locker room.

Game Procedures

· All jv games will begin at 6:00PM with the starting time for varsity matches at approximately 7:30PM.  The varsity game will start 20 minutes after the B game or after allowable warm-up time but cannot start before 7PM.  
· Overtime in the B games will consist of three (3) minutes for the first overtime period, two (2) minutes for the second overtime, and one (1) minute for all additional overtime periods.
· Warm-up balls will be provided by the home team for all levels.
· It is recommended that the host school provide water and sticky pads for the visiting team for varsity and jv games.
· National Federation Rules will be followed unless noted otherwise.
· Visiting varsity and B teams must wear white uniforms.

· The official timer or supervisor will notify each team when there are three(3) minutes remaining on the halftime clock.

· It is recommended that the gym floor be swept prior to the varsity game.
Officials and Workers
· Two MSHSL officials will be assigned by the conference for the B and varsity matches. 
· Home timekeeper and scorer must be adults and shall be the official timer and scorer.
Post Season Meeting

· A meeting following the regular season will be organized by the conference basketball coordinator to discuss conference handbook changes, future schedules, officials, and finalize all-conference awards.
Conference Team Championship

· Trophy awarded to championship team based on conference season record.
· Individuals of the championship team will receive conference certificates.

Academic Conference Awards

· Students who are members of varsity conference teams may receive an academic certificate from their school for GPA’s of 3.70.

All Conference Awards

· The All Conference team shall be selected by the conference varsity basketball coaches at the end of the season meeting with sixteen (16) individual trophies/plaques voted on by the coaches 
· Coaches submit a list of the players on their team worthy of being named to the All Conference team.  The players should be listed in order of preference and sent to the Basketball Coordinator.  The coordinator will compile the lists and prepare the ballot.  Each coach may vote for up to 16 players.  They may not vote for their own players and must vote for the other teams’ players in order (must vote for a team’s #1 players before a team’s #2 player).  Those players receiving unanimous votes will be awarded all-conference.  The others receiving votes will be then be voted on as group with no order preference to bring the total to maximum of 16 all conference players.

· Honorable mention awards are given at the discretion of each conference

school with the awards also the responsibility of that school.

· Each school may publish their own All-Conference selections locally at their discretion but may not publish any other schools selections until all schools in the conference have finished post-season play.

· All conference list will be submitted to Pioneer Press and Star Tribune by the conference basketball coordinator after all schools in the conference have finished post-season play.  The list should be submitted in a timely manor in order to meet the deadlines of those newspapers.
