Communications
· Any information received from the MSHSL or the Coaches Association is to be brought to the attention of the Activities Director.
· E-mail addresses and/or phone numbers will be available for all levels of

coaching.  Please address any concerns first to your school’s activities director who will pass on any unresolved issues to the conference volleyball coordinator 
Schedule

· The conference schedule will be a single round robin.

· The schedule for the following year will be handed out for review at the August meeting of the activities directors with final adoption at the September meeting.
· The schedules will be found on RSchool Today www.wcconference.org  for conference and nonconference as 5 levels:  Var, B, C, 8th, and 7th.
· The 7-8-C grade conference schedule will follow the varsity schedule with the same date for each school but opposite sites and a 4:15PM start.

· Activity directors need to check with opposing schools on the first scheduled conference meet each fall to make sure the the 7-8-C teams have had enough practice time.  The first date may need to be changed for 7-8-C teams.
Post Season Meeting

· A meeting following the regular season will be organized  by the conference volleyball coordinator to discuss conference handbook changes, future schedules and finalize all-conference awards.

Game/Match Procedures

· All B squad games will begin at 5:30 PM.  Starting time for varsity matches will be no earlier than 7PM.  Three games shall be played at the “B” level with officials present and NO time limit.
· National Federation Rules will be followed unless noted otherwise.

· Pre-Game Warm-up Procedures: (Clock horn will indicate times to switch)

· 5 minutes – General warm-up for both teams

· 6 minutes -  Visiting team has net for hitting and home outside court

· 6 minutes -  Home team has net for hitting and visitors outside court

· 3 minutes -  Both teams serving
Officials and Workers
· Two MSHSL officials will be assigned by the conference for the junior varsity and varsity matches. If a C squad game is played at the same time as junior varsity, schools will need to secure their own officials for that match.  The officials association will not split officials for this match.
· In addition, the host school will provide two adult line judges and one adult scorer for the varsity match.  The home timekeeper and scorer shall be the official timer and scorer.
· If possible there should be at least one adult referee, one adult line judge, and one adult scorekeeper for B games.
Team Championship

· Awarded to championship team based on conference season record
· Individuals of the championship team will receive conference certificates.
All Conference Awards

· The All Conference team of eighteen (18) shall be selected by the conference varsity volleyball coaches at the end of the season meeting with sixteen receiving individual trophies/plaques awarded based on conference standings: 3-3-2-2-2-2-1-1-1-1.  
· Honorable mention awards are given at the discretion of each conference

school with the awards also the responsibility of that school.

Academic Conference Awards
· Students who are members of varsity conference teams may receive an academic certificate from their school for GPA’s of 3.70.

· All conference list will be submitted to Pioneer Press and Star Tribune by the WCC Executive Secretary after all schools in the conference have finished post-season play.  The list should be submitted in a timely manor in order to meet the deadlines of those newspapers.

7-8-C Squad Volleyball Guidelines

· Philosophy of these grade levels is to provide as much playing time as possible
· Teams will play 6 games in a two hour time period. The “A” team will play first on Mon-tue, the “B” team will play first on Thu-Fri.
· All games will use rally scoring to 25
· Let serves will be played.  A let serve is a serve that touches the net without hitting the net antennae and crosses into the opponent’s court.
· Substitutions are unlimited; however, a player cannot serve more than once in a rotation.  Players must report to official when substituting although the line-up card is not needed.  It is recommended that at the “C” level, the line-up cards are used.
· Each team is allowed two (2) times out per game.
· At the 7-8th grade levels, a server may serve only 5 consecutive times; serving team will then rotate and retain service.
· 7-8-C squad schedule follows conference varsity schedule with the same day but opposite site beginning at 4:15PM.  
· Athletes are not allowed to wear jewelry.  A penalty point will be awarded to the opponent for violations.
· One official needs to be provided.  No line judges are required; however, it is helpful when both coaches have team members not playing do the line judging for the opposing side.
